Water Update  
 Just when we thought the problems 

were over, coliform bacteria showed back up in 

retests at the end of July.  Five tests taken 



earlier in the month all passed.  Then the 

State Drinking Water Program announced 

that Pendleton Labs was not certified and 

they would not accept tests performed by the 

lab during the week between closure of Coffey 

Labs and its reopening as 

Pendleton Labs.  This forced 

the city to conduct three addi-

tional tests, two of which were 

positive for coliform bacteria.   

 As a result the city is 

having to set up a chlorinator 

and will have to continue 

chlorinating the system, but hopefully only for 

a short time period.   

Odor & Taste Concerns  

 We have received a number of calls 

from people saying their water tastes or 

smells musty or swampy.  The system has 

been thoroughly flushed several times this 

summer. The musty or swampy odor and taste 

is from low residues of chlorine. At higher lev-

els the water will have a òbleachó smell and 

taste.  Enclosed is information required  by 

the state.

 Petitions for council and mayor posi-

tions are now available at city hall and need 

to be returned by August 20  to obtain a place 

on the ballot.  A petition with 20 valid regis-

tered voters from within the Echo city limits 

must be filed at city hall, as Echoõs charter 

doesnõt provide for payment of a fee to get on 

the ballot.  

 All council positions are four years at 

large and the Mayorõs position is two years. 

The mayorõs position and council positions 

currently occupied by Jerry Gaunt, Jeanne 

Hampton and Pat Wood are up for election.  

 To qualify for office you must be a reg-

istered voter and have resided within the city 

limits for one year prior to filing for office.  

 New state laws require each elected 

official to file a Statement of Economic Inter-

est Quarterly and an annual statement. 

Household income sources and names of 

spouses, parents, siblings, and in -laws even if 

they do not reside in the state are required.
