Echo Flour Mills established originally as Henrietta Mills by JH Koontz  and later 

owned by Joseph Cunha.   Below Thomas Smith was a soldier at Fort Henrietta who 

returned to the area after the Indian Wars.  He told that the granite erratic located 

in a field north of town and south of the freeway being called Picket Rock by t he 

militia.  Soldiers probably picketed horses there. Williams McCullough was another 

militia soldier who moved to the Echo area.  His wife along with Pamela Teel Spike 

told of the Oregon Trail Crossing on Bridge Street near Well House #1 and were 

among th e few Echo residents that knew where Fort Henrietta had been.

Rabbit Drive West of Echo. From 
around 1900 to the 1930s crops in the 
Echo area were destroyed by thousands 
of Jack Rabbits. To eradicate the rabbits, 
farmers organized rabbit drives, which 
they advertised in local papers.  People 
from miles around would ride the train to 
Echo for the food the farm families 
prepared and the chance to socialize. 

The drivers (men, women and children) 
would herd the rabbits into enclosures,  that were
